e TheNRVC enlarged its digital footprint by expanding its
YouTube channel to 69 videos, including 18 keynote presentations
from its biennial Convocations since 2008.
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Commitment to Research

With grant funding from the GHR Foundation, the NRVC
embarked on a study of newer entrants from 2003 - 2018 with
the Center for Applied Research in the Apostolate (CARA). The
first phase of the NRVC/CARA study involved a survey sent to 752
major superiors in the United States. The second phase included
asurvey sent to 3,092 identified newer entrants. The third phase
concluded with focus groups of 112 participants in Minnesota,
California, lllinois, Pennsylvania, Ohio, Maryland, Texas, and
Missouri. The NRVC will release the findings of the study in
February 2020.

The goals of the 2020 study are:
e Togather accurate data on newer entrants from 2003 to
2018 on what attracts and sustains membership in religious
life in comparison to newer entrants from 1994-2009 in the
2009 NRVC/CARA study.
e Toprovide aclearer direction to vocation ministers and
religious leadership of the challenges and opportunities of
inviting the next generation to religious life.
e Toidentify the trends and best practices for the Church
in promoting vocations to religious life in the United States as
identified by this study.
e Toenergize the baptismal call of all members of the
Catholic Church to choose a life path that enables them to
live holy and joyful lives by integrating the best practices of
vocational discernment that will be highlighted in the study.

In December, the GHR Foundation awarded a second grant to

the NRVC to provide extensive data mining and visual display of
the results of 2020 Study on Recent Vocations. With the goal of
helping vocation directors in their ministry and using the most
current story-mapping software, the NRVC will gather information
on the newest entrants to religious life to create a vivid portrait of
the characteristics, influences, and touch points that help shape
the individual vocation journeys of men and women who chose to
become Catholic religious sisters, brothers, and priests.

In April 2019 after careful consideration, the NRVC board
announced a Team Management Leadership model in lieu of their
past model of executive director leadership. The NRVC Board
researched various team models used by other organizations,
learning the strengths and weaknesses of each and incorporating
those elements that would best match the current and future
needs of the NRVC.

The National Office staff engaged a consultant on a pro bono basis
to help guide them through the early stages of establishing a proper
framework for the new model in addition to creating protocols

to ensure checks and balances are in place for effective and
accountable leadership.

The National Office Staff and the National Board met in the Fall
of 2019 with the assistance of Sister Lynn Levo, C.S.J to discuss
the implications of this new model on board/staff relations and
to develop lines of communication and accountability as well as
to begin to look at the needed changes to the NRVC constitution
and bylaws. New position descriptions were drawn up and an
announcement set to members about the change in management
model.

Member Area Coordinators

Member Area Coordinators (MACs) gathered in September 2019
in Chicago for prayer, professional development, and updates
from the NRVC executive committee and staff. The MACs also
participated in the National Dialogue with youth and young adults
at their gathering.

Financial Assistance and Development
Through the assistance of generous donors, the NRVC Misericordia
Fund provided $17,975 for 36 scholarships to religious institutes
for membership and workshop fees in 2019. Since its inception

in 2016, over $124,000 has been donated, providing 163
scholarships.

The NFCRV continues
to be a source of hope
to our NRVC members.
In 2019 NRVC members
were awarded $105,021 in educational debt relief through

the National Fund for Catholic Religious Vocations for seven
candidates to religious life. These funds enabled the candidates to
discern their call free from the worry of student loan payments.

The NFCRV is grateful to the Helen Brach Foundation and the
National Council of Catholic Women for their continued support
of our mission as well as the Conrad N. Hilton Foundation and
GHR Foundation that helped us establish the fund for the benefit
of NRVC member institutes.

Since its inception, the NFCRYV has granted $864,363 toward
the educational debt of more than 40 candidates to religious life.
All of this is done as a benefit of NRVC membership and through
the generosity of our supporters and benefactors. The grant
application period runs from January to April each year. Learn
more at NFCRV.org.

Finance Director’s Report

INVESTMENTS under management with Christian Brothers
Investment Services at 12/31/2019 were $1,150,091, a significant
increase over 12/31/2018'’s balance of $708,878. This increase
represents a transfer from cash to investments, as well as favorable
market returns. The NRVC continued to maintain a strong cash position
inlocal accounts to offset market volatility. Cash held in local accounts
at 12/31/2019 totaled $592,094.

In 2019 and 2018, the NRVC operated without an operating grant.
Originally in 2018, revenues with donor restriction included donations
to the Misericordia Fund as well as some 2018 activity of the GHR
grant for the 2020 Study on Recent Vocations to Religious Life. In order
to appropriately present 2019 and 2018 financials side by side, Sikich
LLP, outside auditors retained by the NRVC, has reclassified activity of
the GHR grant for 2018. This adjustment is represented in the 2018
financial statements.

Membership dues and workshop and program registration fees
continue to be the strongest source of revenue for the NRVC in 2019,
providing 77% of 2019 operating revenue. Publications and resources
provided an additional 15% of operating revenue, while the remaining
7% includes in-kind donations, general contributions, and honoraria.
Investment returns in 2019 added 22% over and above operating
revenue.

The Financial Accounting Standards Board issued Accounting Standards
Update (ASU) No. 2016-14, Presentation of Financial Statements of
Not-for-Profit entities in August of 2016, and the NRVC adopted

this ASU for the year ended Dec. 31, 2018. The ASU requires that all
nonprofits present an analysis of expenses by function and nature. Our
reports for 2019 and 2018 thus present our expenses for

program services and supporting services, further detailed into
management and general, fundraising and cost of goods sold. Program
services account for 58% of total expenses in 2019, and 53% of total
expenses in 2018, while management and general are 42% and 47% of
the respective 2019 and 2018 total expenses.

The 2019 and 2018 Annual Financial Reviews were performed by
Sikich LLP. The accountants issued a conclusion that they are unaware
of any material modifications for the 2019 and 2018 statements to be
in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the
United States of America.

Finally, the NRVC closed 2019 with total net assets of $1,273,626.
Restated total net assets for 2018 are $1,079,733 vs the originally
reported net assets of $1,098,660.
